The Mercer Area District Training Committee is happy to again offer a unique opportunity for Scoutmasters, Assistant Scoutmasters and any other adult Boy Scout leaders interested in earning their "Trained" patch over the course of one action-packed weekend (October 1-3) + one mandatory pre-preparation night on Sep 14, 7:30 to 9:00.   

By combining the Scout Leader Specific and Outdoor Leaders Skills curricula, we have developed a comprehensive learning experience that will provide you with the tools necessary to better understand and more successfully deliver the Boy Scout program, while at the same time fully completing your basic training as an adult Boy Scout leader.

This training in conjunction with your completion of “Youth Protection” and “This is Scouting” that can be found at http://olc.scouting.org/ will earn the Boy Scout Leader Trained Patch.  
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Since the outdoors is such a critical element of the Scouting program, this course will take place in a camping environment, utilizing Quail Hill Scout Camp Located in Manalapan Township.

FAQ’s

Q- Do I need to attend the entire weekend because I’ve taken part of the training in the past?

A- Yes, we have constructed the course in a manner that requires attendance the entire time.  
Q- I am a “Scoutmaster, Assistant Scoutmaster, Committee Member, my son just joined Boy Scouts, my son will be Bridging this year, I don’t know much about Boy Scouts…”, is this good course for me?

A- YES!  This is the perfect course to start learning about the Boy Scout Program or increase your knowledge and skill level.

Q- What are the times for the course?

A- Check-in is at 6:00PM on Friday and Completion will be ~3:00PM Sunday.

Q- We have several adults from our Troop attending the training can we be in the same Patrol?

A- To get the most out of the training and better understand how Patrols work, we split up participants from the same troop.  
Q- What should I wear to training?

A- We strongly encourage that you wear your full BSA Uniform for the weekend and good shoes for walking. 

Q- Will the training be held if it is raining?

A- Yes.

Q- What will I need to bring?
A- A complete list will be given on September 14th, but Scouting 10 Essentials is a good place to start.

Q- It is 2:30PM on September 14 and I just heard about this exciting course and want to come to the meeting tonight is it too late.

A- Maybe, bring all completed forms and check to the meeting, if there is a slot open we will fit you in, but if all slots are taken you are too late.

Q- Do I need to take Youth Protection and This is Scouting prior to the training.

A- No, but without proof that the On-line Trainings having been completed you will not receive your training patch at the end of the weekend.  

Q- What do I bring to the September 14th meeting?
A- Proof of Youth Protection and This is Scouting completion.

Refund Policy:  There are no refunds for any activity, training, or program whose individual fee is $10 or less. (Example: If the fee per participant is $10 and a unit submits payment for five participants, there would be no refund available.)  For individual fees greater than $10, 80% will be refunded if received 2 weeks prior to the date of the activity, training, or program.  All cancellation / refund requests MUST be made in writing, be submitted to the Office Manager, and state the reason for the cancellation (e-mail communication is acceptable). Returned Check Policy:  It is the policy of this Council to assess a penalty in the amount of $25 for insufficient funds when a check is returned to the Council.  A letter from the Accounting Specialist is issued to inform the submitter of the returned check advising them another form of payment (money order, cashier’s check, or credit card) including the $25 should be submitted.
